Many sermons have been preached usually around Easter on the “Seven Sayings from the Cross.”  However,  this morning we take a different approach as we look at the final hours of Jesus’ life.  The words He spoke from the cross on that fateful day can help us when we encounter adverse times.

VII	Luke 23:46: SURRENDER your ADVERSITY to GOD and LET GO. (Slide 7) 
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
